 850,950  neither complementary or supplementary.
 600, 1300  neither complementary or supplementary.
 700,1110 neither complementary or supplementary


3) Write the measurement of value of complementary angle for the followings:-

Solution-
Complementary angle of 250 is 900-250=650
Complementary angle of 440 is 900-440=460
Complementary angle of 640 is 900-640=260
Complementary angle of 720 is 900-720=180
Complementary angle of 450 is 900-450=450
Complementary angle of 120 is 900-120=680
4) Write the measurement of value of supplementary angle for the followings:-
1250, 840, 290, 1640, 1020, 650, 900

Solution-
Supplementary angle of 1250 is 1800-1250=550
Supplementary angle of 840 is 1800-840=960
Supplementary angle of 290 is 1800-290=1510
Supplementary angle of 1640 is 1800-1640=160
Supplementary angle of 1020 is 1800-1020=780
Supplementary angle of 650 is 1800-650=1050
Supplementary angle of 900 is 1800-900=900


5) Is it possible sum of two acute angles are complementary to each other? Explain.

Solution-
Yes possible, because many examples are there as 420+480 =900, 300+600 =900

6) Is it possible sum of two obtuse angles are supplementary to each other? Explain.
Solution-
Not possible because sum of two obtuse angle is always greater than 1800. As 910+910=1820

7) Which angle is complementary angle of itself?
Solution- 450 is complementary angle of itself.

8) Which angle is supplementary angle of itself?
Solution- 450 is complementary angle of itself.
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
